Impervious surface ratios shall be limited to no
more than 65 percent, except where a different level has been set forth through an approved
plan, land division approval, other zoning standard, or other zoning approval. The commission,
in its judgment, may allow a higher ratio provided it is not contrary to an existing approval, and
on-site infiltration, pervious pavement or other measures to mitigate the higher ratio are
provided and maintained.

Meijer respectfully requests the Plan Commission to consider the impervious surface ratio for Lot 1 —
